Principal’s Message

Dear Parents and Caregivers of Good Shepherd Catholic School

to ‘normal’. Parents and caregivers are an essential part of our school community and to be
able to have them back with their children at the beginning and end of each day has been a
sign of this new normality. | remind you that, unfortunately, we are still unable to have
parents enter classrooms, provide parent help, or help in the canteen. We look forward to
when these restrictions are lifted. The school is holding its Faction Cross Country Carnival on
Thursday 18" June. Unfortunately, we cannot have parents on the grounds to be part of this
event.

Another obvious change with the easing of some restrictions is the slightly calmer drive
through and car park in the morning and afternoon. | remind parents that if you need to get
out of your car then it is better to park in the car park rather than hold up traffic. | also ask
that you continue to remain courteous if you are asked to drive around the block if the
driveway is full. We cannot allow traffic to build up on Altone Road. The police have made
this very clear to us. We thank you for your cooperation.

It was nice for parishioners to be welcomed back to the Church last weekend. Father Al began
both Masses by welcoming everyone home and that is exactly what it felt like after almost 3
months away. Two Masses were held, one on Saturday evening at 6:00pm and one on Sunday
morning at 9:00am. This will continue for the month of June at least. If you are planning to
come to Mass on the weekend, you no longer need to register. When you turn up to the
Church you will need to register your attendance by writing your name, a contact number and
the number of people from your family who are attending. This is a Government requirement.
The Church can only seat 100 people with the overflow sitting in the parish meeting room,
outside in the undercroft and in the Parish Hall. If you want to sit in the Church, then you will
need to arrive early as places will fill fast.

This weekend, the Church celebrates the Feast of the Body and Blood of Christ (Corpus
Christi). The Eucharist is the source and summit of our faith. It is by receiving the Eucharist
that we receive the spiritual nourishment that we require to live out our lives as Christian
people. This feast is the last of the great feasts before we enter a period of Ordinary time.

This week we held our school photos. The students all came to school on their -
respective photo days looking very smart in their uniforms. It was very impressive to - srzee
see the uniforms worn to a high standard. The challenge is to now continue to do this. ﬁ ,
